The use of TrendTracker in a quality lab means narrowing down the source of variation; for an R&D lab it means better evaluating iterations to arrive at the optimal design; and for a high volume centralized testing lab it means easy distribution of results to internal customers.
With the TrendTracker Plugin, Bluehill results across multiple samples tested over weeks and months are automatically exported to a robust and scalable database on Microsoft’s SQL Server. The TrendTracker Viewer provides an intuitive interface to search, display, and analyze results over time, and across multiple samples and test frames. As a result, awkward and time-consuming search and copy-and-paste operations typically required for analyzing distributed data can be avoided. The search results can also be exported to file formats that can be easily opened in Microsoft Excel and statistical packages like Minitab and MATLAB. Data hosted on such a network server can be easily retrieved, viewed and analyzed on all PCs throughout the corporate network on which TrendTracker Viewer is installed.
